The call of the Lord goes out to all peoples, of all times and places. John the Apostle
confirms: i | had a vision of a great multitud
race, people and tongue. o0 ( ¢ f . : Revelation 7:9)

Some respond to His call, while others reject it. This is confirmed by the Scriptures. God
first called the Jews to be His Chosen People. Through them, in the fullness of time, Jesus, the
Son of God, Second Person of the Blessed Trinity, came to us, suffered, died, and rose to
redeem mankind. His disciples and many of the Jews accepted the New Testament as
fulfillment of the Old. But when some did not, Paul and Barnabas declared, i | t wa's
that the Word of God be spoken to you [the Jews] f i r st |, but since Yy
t o t he (&fe Adtsil3:1e58) This is the general invitation of God to all peoples, Jews
and non-Jews alike.

The general call which comes from God is to embrace and follow the New Covenant,
sealed in the Blood of Christ. The unity which Jesus prayed for at the Last Supper (cf.: John,
chapter 17) will not be realized until all peoples come together in the one Church founded by
Christ upon the rock of the Apostle Peter.

Within that general call, Our Lord issues specific invitations. These are what we
understand as vocations. The root of the word vocation comes from the Latin words, vocatiq
I.e., a summons: and vocare i.e., to call.

Each person is summoned, invited by the Lord to a specific way of life: marriage
(between one man and one woman), single life, consecrated life (religious men and women),
and priesthood. We know that the specific calls break down even further (e.g., priests work in
parishes, seminaries, mission lands; consecrated persons serve in education, health care; the
laity work in various professions, or at home). The gifts and talents with which God blesses
each person determine what vocation he/she follows.

The fourth Sunday of the Easter Season is traditionally called i Go o d Sh
S u n d alyis aaay when we pray specifically for an increase in those who serve in what we
may cal l AChurch vocations, o0 specifical
sisters, brothers, priests; members of societies of apostolic life, etc.).
